Standards for Protection Against Radiation (Part I1I, Subpart 78, Subchapter 4) Notices, Instructions, and Reports to Workers; Inspections (Part III,
Subpart 78, Subchapter 10)

In Part III, Subpart 78, Subchapter 4, of its Regulations for Control of Radiation, the Mississippi State Department of Health has established standards for your
protection against radiation hazards from sources of radiation under a license or registration issued by the Mississippi State Department of Health (Agency). In Part
III, Subpart 78, Subchapter 10, of its Regulations for Control of Radiation, the Mississippi State Department of Health has established certain provisions for the
options of workers engaged in work under an Agency license or registration.

Your Employer's Responsibility Reports on Your Radiation Exposure History

Your employer is required to: 1. The Mississippi State Department of Health Regulations require that your employer

Posting Requirement

Copies of this notice must be posted in a sufficient number of places in every establishment where employees are employed in licensed or registered activities, pursuant to
Subchapter 2 or Subchapter 3 of the Regulations for Control of Radiation in Mississippi, to permit employees working in frequenting any portion of a restricted area to observe a
copy on the way to or from their place of employment.
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
