Referred is defined as "the receipt (sharing per program agreement protocol) of contact and pertinent information from an entity (e.g., EHDI or EI program, another family, or provider) to the family-based 
organization (FBO) for any child with suspected or confirmed permanent atypical hearing in one or both ears. The information is received for the purpose of offering, providing, and/or enrolling in family-to-
family support."
Enrolled is defined as "the two-way verbal and/or written acceptance (as agreed upon between the EHDI program and the FBO) to participate in family-to-family support services followed with documentation 
by the FBO into the designated data system(s)."
